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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On April 6, 2012, the underlying recommended decision, Decision No. R12-0350, adopting rules was entered.  Exceptions or motions to extend the time for the filing of exceptions were due on or before April 26, 2012.  The last day for the Commission to enter its decision on exceptions in this matter is June 1, 2012.  See § 24-4-103(4)(d), C.R.S. (“Within one hundred eighty days after the last public hearing on the proposed rule, the agency shall adopt a rule pursuant to the rule-making proceeding, or terminate the proceeding . . . .”).

2. The deadline to file exceptions or motions to extend the time for the filing of exceptions was unaffected by the Commission’s April 25, 2012 Order Staying Recommended Decision.  See Decision No. C12-0435, Paragraph I.A.2.  

3. On April 26, 2012, Colorado Cab Company, LLC; Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc.; and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC (collectively, Yellow Cabs) filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R12-0350.

4. Yellow Cabs seek a two-week extension of time within which to file exceptions due to the complexity and length of Decision No. R12-0350.  Specifically, Yellow Cabs indentifies potential concerns with those aspects of Decision No. R12-0350 that relate to the technological mandates in proposed Rule 6254 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR), 723-6.

5. We find good cause to grant, in part, the extension requested by Yellow Cabs.  A grant of the full two-week extension requested by Yellow Cabs would create unacceptable difficulties in fulfilling our statutory mandate to issue our decision on exceptions within the timeframe set forth at § 24-4-103(4)(d), C.R.S.

6. We also conclude on our own motion that shortening of the standard response time to exceptions is necessary for us to meet the statutory timelines.  We therefore waive Rule 1505(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, and establish a seven-day response time to exceptions.

7. We therefore conclude that all parties’ exceptions shall be due on or before May 7, 2012.

8. We further conclude that responses to exceptions shall be due on or before May 14, 2012.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R12-0350 filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC; Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc.; and Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC on April 26, 2012, is granted, in part.

2. Rule 1505(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, is waived so as to permit the setting of a seven-day response time to exceptions.

3. All parties’ exceptions are due on or before May 7, 2012.

4. All parties’ responses to exceptions are due on or before May 14, 2012.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
