I. BY the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an amendment to Advice Letter No. 1593-Electric filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on May 7, 2012.  Public Service filed that amendment to further change the proposed effective date for an additional 60 days from October 21, 2011 to December 20, 2011.  Public Service filed the amendment with the understanding that the effect of this filing will be to also extend the expiration of the suspension period by 60 days from May 18, 2012 to July 17, 2012.  

2. Previously, on September 20, 2011, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 1593.  By Decision No. C11-1119, mailed October 20, 2011, the Commission suspended that advice letter until February 18, 2012 and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  By Decision No. R11-1325-I, mailed December 8, 2011, the ALJ further suspended the advice letter to May 18, 2012.  
3. The ALJ issued Recommended Decision No. R12-0745 (Recommended Decision) on May 4, 2012.  The ALJ shortened the deadline for filing exceptions from May 24, 2012 to May 9, 2012.  He also shortened the deadline for filing responses to exceptions from 14 days to May 14, 2012, 5 days following the filing of exceptions.  

4. On May 7, 2012, Public Service filed a Motion to restore the statutory deadline for filing exceptions to the Recommended Decision and for waiver of response time.  Public Service states in the Motion that, in order to address the ALJ’s concern over the expiration of the period of suspension on May 18, 2012, it has filed an amendment to the Advice Letter that initiated this docket to extend the effective date of the advice letter and thereby the suspension period by 60 days.  Public Service also argues the Commission lacks the authority to modify the statutory time frame for filing exceptions.  

5. We acknowledge the amendment that Public Service filed on May 7, 2012.  The tariffs attached to Advice Letter No. 1593-Electric are now suspended for an additional 60 days, or through July 17, 2012.  

II. ORDER
