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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Reopen Proceeding, Allow Insurance Company to File Required Form E and Reinstate PUC Authority filed by Colorado Coach Transportation, LLC (Colorado Coach) on May 2, 2012.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, the Commission will grant the Motion to Reopen Proceeding and Amend Decision No. R12-0330.

B. Findings

2. Colorado Coach may, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55667, provide the following service:

I.
Transportation of 

passengers, in scheduled service, 
between Black Hawk and Central City on the one hand, and on the other hand points in the following area:  beginning at Colfax Avenue and Buckley Road; thence east along Colfax Avenue to Interstate Highway 70; thence east on Interstate Highway 70 to its intersection with Interstate Highway E-470; thence south and west along Interstate Highway E-470 to Buckley Road as extended; thence north on Buckley Road as extended to the point of beginning.

II.
Transportation of 
passengers, in scheduled service, 
between all points in the area beginning at the intersection of Colorado Highway 66 and the Boulder County line; then east along Colorado Highway 66 to its Intersection with U.S. Highway 85 in Weld County; then south along U.S. Highway 85 to its intersection with Colorado Highway 52; then east along Colorado Highway 52 to its intersection with Interstate 76; then southwest along Interstate 76 to a point 17.5 miles northeast of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway in Denver, Colorado; then northwest along an imaginary line to its intersection with Interstate 25 at a point 17.5 miles from the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway in Denver, Colorado; then north along Interstate 25 to its Intersection with Colorado Highway 7; then west along Colorado Highway 7 to its intersection with the Boulder County line; then north along the Boulder County line to its intersection with Colorado Highway 66, the point of beginning, on the one hand, and all points in Black Hawk, Colorado, and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.

III.
Transportation of 
passengers, in scheduled service, 
between points in Boulder County on the one hand, and Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.

IV.
Transportation of 
passengers, in scheduled service, 
between all points within the area: beginning at the intersection of Sheridan Boulevard and Colfax Avenue, Denver, Colorado; then east along Colfax Avenue to its intersection with Interstate 25; then south along Interstate 25 to its intersection with Alameda Avenue; then west along Alameda Avenue to its intersection with Sheridan Boulevard; then north along Sheridan Boulevard to the point of beginning; on the one hand, and all points in Central City, Colorado, and Black Hawk, Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  

A.
Item Nos. I, II, and III are restricted to providing service to points named in the carrier's filed schedule; 

B.
Item No. I is restricted to the use of vehicles with a capacity of not less than 32 passengers, not including the driver;

C.
Item No. II is restricted against providing service at any points within 17.5 miles of the intersection of Colfax Avenue and Broadway, Denver, Colorado; and

D.
Item No. IV is restricted against providing any service to or from any point located within one mile of Interstate 25.

3. Colorado Coach also has Charter Scenic Bus authority under Permit 
No. CSB-00174. 

4. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and the rules and regulations of the Commission, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers must keep currently effective proof of financial responsibility on file with the Commission, in the form of proof of liability insurance, proof of surety bond, or proof of self-insurance.

5. At all relevant times, Colorado Coach had liability insurance in place at or above the required minimum amounts. However, when Colorado Coach renewed their insurance policy, its insurance company failed to file proof of this insurance with the Commission. As a result, Colorado Coach was placed on a revocation docket for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility. 

6. Following a hearing held on March 26, 2012, an Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R12-0330, which found that Colorado Coach’s CPCN and Charter Scenic Bus Permit should be revoked for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility.  Recommended Decision No. R12-0330 was mailed on March 28, 2012, and became a decision of the Commission on April 16, 2012.

7. In an affidavit filed with the Motion to Reopen Proceeding, Allow Insurance Company to File Required Form E and Reinstate PUC Authority, Patrick Harton, managing member of Colorado Coach,  states:
CCT did not attend the March 26, 2012 hearing because it had been advised by its insurance agent that the needed insurance form had been filed or would be timely (before the hearing) filed. 

CCT was unaware that the insurance filing had not been made until it received Decision R12-0330 (revoking authority). CCT at all times had the required insurance in effect for its operations and never intended to allow any lapse in insurance filings. 

C. Conclusions

8. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected…may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

9. Because there has been no lapse of insurance coverage at any time since the authority in this matter has been in operation, the Commission finds that good cause exists to grant the Motion and reinstate CPCN PUC No. 55667 and Permit No. CSB-00174.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Reopen Proceeding, Allow Insurance Company to File Required Form E and Reinstate PUC Authority filed by Colorado Coach Transportation, LLC is granted.  Decision No. R12-0330 is amended and Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55667 and Permit No. CSB-00174 are reinstated, contingent upon Colorado Coach Transportation, LLC, having the appropriate proof of insurance filed with the Commission within 14 days of the effective date of the Order.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.
