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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On May 2, 2012, SourceGas Distribution, LLC (SourceGas); Commission Staff (Staff); the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; A M Gas Transfer Corp.; Seminole Energy Services, LLC; and the Town of Telluride, Colorado (collectively, the Parties) filed a Joint Motion to Approve Amendment to Modified Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceedings (Motion) and Waiver of Response Time.  The Parties filed the Motion pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., and Rule 1400 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  The Amendment to Modified Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceedings (Amendment) and associated proposed compliance tariff are attached to the Motion.

2. Specifically, the Parties request an order approving an amendment to the terms of the Modified Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceedings (Settlement) and an explicit acknowledgement that Decision No. R08-0820, issued August 7, 2008, is amended to incorporate the revised text of the Amendment.  All parties to this proceeding support the Amendment, and, therefore, the Parties have requested that the Commission waive response time to the Motion.

3. The Parties state that the purpose of the Amendment is to add the sunset month of "May 2012" to Paragraph II.B.2 of the Settlement.  This amendment will have the effect of terminating the requirement for SourceGas to file monthly Btu reports.

4. The Parties state that it was initially necessary for SourceGas to file the monthly Btu reports in case questions arose regarding the new Btu billing methodology.  
The Parties, representing all parties to the Settlement, agree that the monthly Btu reporting is no longer necessary.
5. Therefore the Parties request that the Commission approve an amendment to the Modified Stipulation such that the relevant portion of Paragraph II.B.2. of the Modified Stipulation shall now state:

Staff shall request that the Commission open a Miscellaneous Docket in which the Company has agreed it shall electronically submit through May 2012 monthly Btu reports reflecting daily Btu content by each Btu zone.

6. The Parties also request that, should the Commission approve the Amendment, SourceGas be permitted to delete the following language from Second Revised Sheet No. 136A replacing First Revised Sheet No. 136A of its tariffs:  “The Company submits the daily Btu data for each Btu Zone to the Commission each month.”  SourceGas has a submitted proposed tariff sheet and requests authority to file the tariff sheet on not less than one day’s notice pursuant to Rule 1206(l) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1. 

7. We find and conclude that it is no longer necessary for SourceGas to file the monthly Btu reports.

8. We therefore will waive response time and grant the Motion.  The Amendment is approved, and SourceGas will be permitted to make its compliance tariff filing as requested.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Joint Motion to Approve Amendment to Modified Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceedings (Motion) is waived.

2. The Motion filed on May 2, 2012 by SourceGas Distribution, LLC (SourceGas); Commission Staff; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; A M Gas Transfer Corp.; Seminole Energy Services, LLC; and the Town of Telluride, Colorado, is granted.

3. The Amendment to Modified Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceedings (Amendment), which amendment modified paragraph II.B.2., is approved.  This portion of the Modified Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Proceedings now includes a sunset date of May 2012 for the Btu reports.

4. Decision No. R08-0820 is amended to incorporate the revised text of the Amendment.

5. SourceGas is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.  SourceGas shall cite this Order as its authority to file the revised tariff sheet.

6. The tariff sheets shall be appended to an advice letter, which shall initiate a new Advice Letter proceeding.  The advice letter and revised tariff sheet shall not be filed in this rate case proceeding.

7. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

8. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
