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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Stay of Requirement to File Direct Case and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion), filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on May 14, 2012.

2. In this docket, Public Service has requested a Commission approval of a new Energy Exchange Agreement with PacifiCorp.  The effect of the Energy Exchange Agreement would be to extend on slightly modified terms the existing exchange agreement between PacifiCorp and Public Service, which the Commission approved in Docket No. 06A-015E.  
3. Commission Staff (Staff) has not intervened in this matter, at this time.  Instead, Staff requested certain information from Public Service in order to determine whether a hearing is necessary in this proceeding.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) has intervened in this proceeding, but did not request a hearing.
4. Public Service requests a stay of the requirement to file testimony, since it believes it would be best to focus on responding to Staff’s questions.  Depending on Public Service’s responses to Staff’s questions, it is possible that a hearing will not be necessary in this matter.  Public Service indicates that the only intervenor in this docket at this time, the OCC, does not oppose the request.  
5. Being fully advised in this matter, we find good cause to grant the Motion and waive response time thereto.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Stay of Requirement to File Direct Case and for Waiver of Response Time, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on May 14, 2012 is granted.
