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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On April 27, 2012, San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Wild West Tours &/or Montrose Express (Telluride Express), filed Advice Letter No. 8 and Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3.  The proposed effective date of Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3 is June 1, 2012.

B. Findings of Fact

2. Telluride Express may, under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 1648 and 55679, provide call-and-demand limousine, charter, schedule, sightseeing, and taxi service in the Montrose and Telluride, Colorado areas.

3. Telluride Express, in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3, proposes to increase certain fares for call-and-demand limousine and taxi service.

4. Rule 6207(i) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6 requires that a common carrier proposing an amended tariff provide appropriate notice to the public and proof of such notice to the Commission.  Specifically, Rule 6207(i)(III) states:

If a proposed tariff amendment results in an increase in rates, fares, or charges for call-and-demand limousine, scheduled, special bus, or taxicab service, a common carrier shall also publish notice in one or more newspapers.  The form of notice shall be available from the Commission.  The common carrier shall ensure that the newspapers' circulations cover the localities or areas of the state where people affected by the proposed tariff reside.  A common carrier having a choice under this rule between a local newspaper and a newspaper of general statewide circulation shall place the notice in the local newspaper and may place the notice in the newspaper of general statewide circulation.  The notice shall appear in the newspaper at least 20 days prior to the proposed tariff amendment's effective date.  Notwithstanding rule 1206(h) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, the common carrier shall file with the Commission, at least seven days prior to the proposed tariff amendment's effective date, an affidavit of publication prepared by the newspaper or a copy of the publication itself.
5. As of May 29, 2012, Telluride Express had not filed an affidavit of publication prepared by the newspaper or a copy of the publication.

6. Rule 1210 (Tariff and Advice Letters) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 
4 CCR 723-1, names specific formatting requirements for each proposed tariff filed by a common carrier.  The tariff pages submitted by Telluride Express for Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3 did not comply with the requirements named in Rule 1210.

C. Conclusions

7. Being fully advised of the matter, we will reject Telluride Express’ Advice Letter No. 8 and the accompanying tariff.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Advice Letter No. 8 and Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3, filed on April 27, 2012, by San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Wild West Tours &/or Montrose Express, are rejected.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
