I. by the COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On May 18, 2012, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or South Suburban Taxi and/or Taxi Fiesta (Metro Taxi), filed an application for authority to publish increased fares to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 3 to become effective on 
less-than-statutory notice (Application).

2. In this Application, Metro Taxi requested approval for an additional temporary $0.25 per mile fuel surcharge.  The additional charge of $0.25 will increase the mileage charge for each trip from $2.25 to $2.50.  The mileage charge is the charge for each mile that the passenger travels in the taxi.  Metro Taxi proposed that the $0.25 additional charge remain in effect for a period of 90 days.

3. Metro Taxi may provide taxi service between points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 1481.

4. On June 7, 2012, Metro Taxi filed a document requesting the withdrawal of its application to change its tariff on less-than statutory notice and the closing of Docket 
No, 12L-531CP.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed on June 7, 2012, by MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or south Suburban Taxi and/or Taxi Fiesta (Metro Taxi) to withdraw Docket No. 12L-531CP is granted.

2. Docket No. 12L-531CP is closed.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.
