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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion requesting pro hac vice admission of Douglas J. Law (Motion), filed by Black hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) on June 6, 2012. 

2. Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (C.R.C.P.) 221(1) lists the requirements that out of state attorneys must meet to appear on a particular matter in Colorado.  Further, C.R.C.P. 221(1) specifically addresses appearances by out of state attorneys before Colorado administrative agencies.  It provides that all requirements contained within C.R.C.P. 221(1) must be followed, except those dealing with designating a Colorado associate attorney. 
3. In this case, we find that the above-identified attorney for Black Hills complied with all of the requirements enumerated in C.R.C.P. 221(1).  We therefore grant the Motion and shorten response time thereto. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion requesting pro hac vice admission of Douglas J. Law, filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP on June 6, 2012 is granted and response time thereto is waived.
