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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On June 20, 2012, pursuant to § 40‑3‑104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S., Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application requesting Commission approval of an alternative form of notice (Application), to apply to Public Service’s filing to amend its Electric Demand-Side Management Cost Adjustment (DSMCA) tariff to become effective July 1, 2012.  The filing to amend Advice Letter No. 1608 – Electric, dated April 1, 2012, in Docket No. 12AL-350E, was filed concurrently with the Application on June 20, 2012, to correct the account balance reflecting over-collection of 2010 expenditures and commensurately reverse the DSMCA rate amounts in Public Service’s P.U.C. No. 7 – Electric Tariff (Amended Advice Letter).  

2. In its Amended Advice Letter, Public Service states that in its April 1, 2012 filing of Advice Letter No. 1608 – Electric, it included an over-collection of 2010 expenditures at $(6,468,648), which calculations were corrected in its June 20, 2012 Amended Advice Letter to $(5,781,371) based on the balance in Public Service’s Demand-Side Management Tracker (DSM Tracker). Public Service further states that the DSM Tracker was changed between 2010 and 2011, which resulted in the account balance shown in a portion of the DSM Tracker not accurately recording the ending balance over-collection. The Amended Advice Letter, therefore, has a resulting increase in the DSMCA of $15,647,835 as compared to the original advice letter with an increase of $14,960,558, a net difference of $687,277. 

3. In support of the Application, Public Service states that it was previously granted authority to provide alternative notice of its regular electric DSMCA annual April 1 filings in Decision No. C06-1451, Docket No. 06M-596E issued December 12, 2006.  Decision 
No. C06-1451 required that such notice be filed in The Denver Post once each week for two consecutive weeks, as opposed to an individual mailing.  In the Application, Public Service requests that publishing an Alternative Form of Notice of its annual electric DSMCA Advice Letter filing in The Denver Post likewise be granted.   

4. Specifically, in its Application, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative form of notice:

(a)
filing of the change with the Commission and keeping open for public inspection the filing; 

(b)
publishing a legal notice attached to the Application as Exhibit 1 in The Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation, for two consecutive days: Saturday, June 23, 2012, and Sunday, June 24, 2012; and  

(c)
serving electronically the Amended Advice Letter and associated tariffs on all parties in Docket No. 07A-420E and Docket No. 10A-471EG, the most recent dockets involving demand side management programs and cost recovery for the DSMCA.

5. The Application that will apply to the filings in support of the proposed revision to Public Service’s DSMCA tariff to become effective July 1, 2012, contains all of the information required by Commission rules and is therefore deemed complete.
6. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Application for approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Public Service’s filing in support of the proposed revision to its DSMCA tariff to become effective July 1, 2012 and waive response time thereto.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on June 20, 2012, for approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Public Service’s filing to amend its proposed revision to its Demand Side Management Cost Adjustment to become effective July 1, 2012, is deemed complete.

2. The application is granted and response time thereto is waived.
3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
