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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On June 26, 2012, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine &/or Go Alpine (Alpine Taxi) filed an application for authority to publish Twenty-sixth Revised Page 1 and Fourth Revised Page 15 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 26246, Alpine Taxi may provide the transportation of passengers in special bus service between all points in the area comprised of the Counties of Moffat and Routt, Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand, all points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado State Highway No. 131 and the Colorado River at or near State Bridge, Colorado.

3. The only rate or fare currently in effect in Alpine Taxi’s Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 for special bus service between Steamboat Springs and State Bridge is a per vehicle hourly charge.  
4. In this application, Alpine Taxi proposes to add a per passenger round-trip fare of $25 for special bus service between Steamboat Springs and State Bridge.
5. In support of this application, Lisa Adamo, the president of Alpine Taxi, states:

GO Alpine wishes to offer passenger transportation to concerts at State Bridge, Colorado.  This request is to add a per person fare of $25 round-trip or one-way between Steamboat Springs and State Bridge.
The concerts are hosted by the owners of State Bridge and are scheduled on Friday and Saturday nights with some on Sunday afternoons, from June 1, 2012 through September 30, 2012.

The majority of GO Alpine’s transportation services are provided during the ski season, therefore, vehicles are not fully utilized during the summer months.  Management of GO Alpine only recently decided to offer this service to residents of and guests staying in Steamboat Springs.
If the proposed tariff change is filed on the usual 30 days notice to the Commission, GO Alpine could not provide this service until the last week of July.

Therefore, GO Alpine is requesting that the fares named in Fourth Revised Page 15 to Colorado PUC No. 9 be allowed to become effective on less than the statutory 30 day notice.

In an attempt to increase revenue during the summer months, GO Alpine wants to offer the round-trip service between Steamboat Springs and State Bridge. 

6. The Commission is aware that the number of passengers requesting transportation to and from a ski resort such as Steamboat Springs decreases during the summer months of each year.  The Commission is also aware that Alpine Taxi, under CPCN PUC No. 26246, may provide special bus service between Steamboat Springs and State Bridge.
7. Pursuant to Rule 6207(j) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

8. The Commission finds that Alpine Taxi has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes named in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9, and that the application to file the revised pages to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 on less than 30 days’ notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed on June 26, 2012 by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine &/or Go Alpine (Alpine Taxi), is deemed complete.

2. The Application of Alpine Taxi to publish Twenty-sixth Revised Page 1 and Fourth Revised Page 15 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Alpine Taxi is authorized to file, on less than one day’s notice to the Commission, an advice letter and Twenty-sixth Revised Page 1 and Fourth Revised Page 15 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9.   The Twenty-sixth Revised Page 1 and Fourth Revised Page 15 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 are attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.
4. The advice letter and Twenty-sixth Revised Page 1 and Fourth Revised Page 15 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 shall initiate a new Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules.   See:

The advice letter and Twenty-sixth Revised Page 1 and Fourth Revised Page 15 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 shall not be filed in this application proceeding.

5. The advice letter and Twenty-sixth Revised Page 1 and Fourth Revised Page 15 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 shall be filed within ten days of the effective date of this Order.  The advice letter and Twenty-sixth Revised Page 1 and Fourth Revised Page 15 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9 shall be filed no later than the last business day prior to the proposed effective date of the supplement.

6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
