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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 14, 2012, Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Applicant), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55785.  In general, Applicant requests temporary authority to provide call-and-demand limousine and charter service between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Denver, and Jefferson, on the one hand, and Red Rocks Park and Amphitheater, 18300 W. Alameda Parkway, Morrison, Colorado on the other hand. Applicant amended the application on June 18, 2012 and supplemented it on June 22, 25, and 26, 2012.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on June 18, 2012.

3. On June 22, 2012, Green Mountain Ski Bus Inc. filed a petition to intervene, and in the alternative, a motion for permissive intervention.

4. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when “there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no such service capable of meeting the need.”  

5. Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

6. In support of the application for temporary authority, Applicant states the following:  

Colorado Jitney representatives are unaware of any service offering transportation to Red Rocks. Current service is limited to taxis or luxury limousines. After events at Red Rocks people cannot find transportation home and/or can wait up to several hours for return service. There is an immediate and urgent need in order to improve the quality of life in Colorado.

The application also includes three letters of public support.  These letters state that “[t]here is an immediate and urgent need for the proposed service in order to improve the quality of life across the Denver Metro area.”  The letters further state that “[c]urrently, there is one other option, The Cool Bus Shuttle, which is limited to call-and-demand service to a defined area within the County of Denver…It fails to meet the demands because it does not have the authority to operate outside of the points mentioned above.”  

C. Conclusions

7. An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services does not exist, and there are other carriers capable of providing the service.
8. This application for temporary authority is not in the public interest.

9. The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of the permanent authority application.  The permanent authority application will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for temporary authority filed by Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney, is denied.

2. The petition to intervene, and in the alternative, motion for permissive intervention filed by Green Mountain Ski Bus Inc. is dismissed as moot.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
