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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Request to Vacate Transfer filed by Kids Wheels LLC on June 20, 2012.  

2. This application for authority to transfer contract carrier permit was originally filed on February 24, 2012.  It was granted on April 23, 2012, by Commission Decision 
No. C12-0414 (Decision).  

3. That Decision required actions to be taken by both transferor Kids Wheels LLC and transferee GDK Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Kid’s Wheels, in paragraphs 4 and 5 of the Order portion of the Decision.  The Decision stated in paragraph 6 of the Order portion that “If Kids Wheels LLC and GDK Enterprises, LLC, doing business as Kid’s Wheels do not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9848 on a permanent basis shall be void.” 

4. That 60-day time period expired on June 22, 2012.  Therefore, Kids Wheels LLC’s Request to Vacate this transfer asks the Commission to take an action that has already happened by operation of the Decision. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request by Kids Wheels LLC to vacate the transfer of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9848 is denied as moot. 

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
