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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions 

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed by Altendorf Transport Inc., doing business as Altendorf Harvesting (Altendorf Transport), on June 11, 2012, arguing that Decision No. R12-0584 (Decision) was made in error and requesting that the Decision be rejected.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we deny this request as moot.

2. Altendorf Transport holds a hazardous materials permit, PUC Permit 
No. HMP-20259, with the Commission.  

3. In the Decision, which was mailed on May 31, 2012, the administrative law judge ordered that the authorities or permits of the respondents listed in Appendix A to that Order be revoked due to the failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  However, the Decision, in Ordering Paragraph No. 2, also states that the order to revoke authorities or permits “shall be void and the case dismissed as to any affected Respondent who filed the required Certificate of Insurance before the effective date of this Order.”

4. Although Altendorf Transport was listed as a respondent on the appendix, it had proof of insurance filed with the Commission on May 22, 2012, which was before the effective date of the order.  Accordingly, a dismissal letter was issued to Altendorf Transport by Commission Staff on June 5, 2012, indicating that it had been dismissed from the revocation proceeding, Docket No. 12C-598-INS, and that the status of PUC Permit No. HMP-20259 remains “active.”  

5. Because the Decision became void regarding Altendorf Transport, relief sought in the letter filed on June 11, 2012 is moot and we deny it as such.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Altendorf Transport Inc., doing business as Altendorf Harvesting, on June 11, 2012, is denied as moot.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
