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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On July 5, 2012, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application requesting Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and for Waiver of Response Time (Application) to apply to the tariff changes in the General Rate Schedule Adjustment (GRSA) that Public Service seeks to implement in connection with its contemporaneously filed Verified Application requesting an order approving Public Service’s acquisition of Brush Power LLC’s (Brush) generating units 1, 3 and 4 in a transaction in which it purchased the entities that currently own these assets (Brush Application).  Further, Public Service also seeks a waiver of response time to its Application.
2. Public Service states that the GRSA will increase effective January 1, 2012 
(or at the time of closing) and again on January 1, 2014.  Further, at the same time that Public Service files the GRSA increase, Public Service will file a decrease to the Purchase Cost Capacity Agreement (PCCA).  The net of these two filings will be a reduction in the overall revenues of Public Service. Public Service expects that all service classes should see a decrease in their bills with the exception of the Residential service class, which should see an increase (.04%).

3. In support of its Application, Public Service states that the Brush Application, if approved, would increase the GRSA at the time of closing in 2013 and then again in January 2014, while at the same time reducing the PCCA.  While Public Service expects that the Commission will provide notice of Public Service’s Brush Application in accordance with Rule 1206, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations, 723‑1, because the Brush Application could result in a slight rate increase to Public Service’s residential customers, Public Service seeks approval to provide public notice under § 40-3-104(1)(c)(I)(D), C.R.S.    
4. Specifically, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative form of notice:
filing of the change with the Commission and keeping open for inspection the filing;
publishing a legal notice, attached to the Application as Exhibit No. 1, in the Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation, on two consecutive Sundays, starting July 8, 2012; 
serving electronically a copy of the Brush Application to all parties in Docket No. 11A-869E (Public Service’s current Electric Resource Planning docket) and Docket No. 11AL-947E (Public Service’s most recent electric rate case); and

 publishing the full public version of the Brush Application and supporting testimony and exhibits on Public Service’s website: www.xcelenergy.com. 
5. The Application contains all of the information required by Commission rules and is therefore deemed complete.
6. The Commission finds good cause to grant the Application and waive response time thereto.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 5, 2012, requesting Approval of an Alternative Form of Notice and Waiver of Response Time that will apply to the tariff changes in the General Rate Schedule Adjustment that it seeks to implement in connection with its concurrently filed Verified Application is deemed complete and is granted.
2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
