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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application amendment (Amendment) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on June 25, 2012, showing the overhead contact system (OCS) pole locations and pole foundations attached as part of the bridge structure for the Peña Boulevard bridge structure in the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado.  The Commission required the filing of these plans for Commission approval prior to starting any construction on this bridge structure by Decision No. C12-0008, mailed January 5, 2012.  Also as part of that decision, the City and County of Denver Department of Aviation was allowed 14 days to respond to any issues that may be created by the OCS pole locations prior to the Commission issuing an order on the OCS pole locations.

2. On June 27, 2012, the City and County of Denver Department of Aviation filed a Consent to the Plans Filed by RTD Showing the Overhead Contact System Pole Locations.  The City and County of Denver Department of Aviation affirms that it has reviewed the plans and has no objections to them.

3.  In its original Application, RTD failed to provide information showing the OCS pole locations and how such poles would be attached to the proposed bridge structure.  Based on the plans filed with the Amendment, the OCS pole supports will be 3’-4” wide attached to the edge of the bridge structure.  The centerline of the OCS pole will be located 10’-10” from the centerline of the track on the bridge structure.  OCS poles will be located on each side of the bridge structure at the location of the bridge piers.  This minimum clearance meets or exceeds the clearance required by Commission Rule 7325 of the Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7. 

4. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

5. The City and County of Denver Department of Aviation does not object to the plans filed by RTD in the Amendment.
6. We find that good cause exists to approve the OCS pole locations.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application amendment filed by the Regional Transportation District on June 25, 2012, showing the overhead contact system pole locations and pole foundations attached as part of the bridge structure for the Peña Boulevard bridge structure in the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado is granted.

2. This Application is granted with conditions.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders as necessary.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
