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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On June 22, 2012, Casino Transportation, Inc. (Casino Transportation) filed an application for temporary approval to allow Ramblin' Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express) to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 48419 pending Commission consideration of the related application to permanently lease the certificate.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on July 2, 2012.

3. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.
4. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a certificate transfer "if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to such carrier or its properties sought to be acquired, or may interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public."

5. To support the temporary approval application, the president of Casino Transportation provided the following statements:

CTI has requested this approval on a Less Than Statutory Notice to accelerate the change in operation of its Aurora service location to the public (employees and gamblers) as soon as possible.  The current operation is suffering significant losses and has forced CTI to file for bankruptcy protection.  Without the quick approval of this lease, service to the public may be significantly reduced or stopped.  The lease to Ramblin’ Express, Inc. of CPCN No. 48419 will provide the public with better equipment (buses), more reliable scheduled service and a more financially stable operator that can provide continued service.
6. The president of Ramblin’ Express also submitted a statement to support this application:

The service currently being operated by CTI is at risk of being discontinued.  Ramblin Express is ready, willing and able to continue providing such service, utilizing existing resources including vehicles, drivers and facilities.  Our motorcoach fleet represents a definitive improvement and upgrade, which will benefit the 100,000+ passengers who rely on this service.  Our cost structure puts us in a stronger position than CTI to make this service financially viable and sustainable.

7. In consideration of the statements of the president’s of Casino Transportation and Ramblin’ Express, the Commission finds that a failure to grant temporary approval of an assumption of operational control could result in injury to CPCN PUC No. 48419 and ultimately affect service to the public.

8. The Commission also finds that Ramblin' Express has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

9. This application for temporary approval is in the public interest.

10. Casino Transportation and Ramblin' Express are advised that the grant of temporary approval of an assumption of operational control creates no presumption that the permanent approval of the lease will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Casino Transportation, Inc. (Casino Transportation) on June 22, 2012, for temporary approval to allow Ramblin' Express, Inc.,  doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine Inc. (Ramblin’ Express) to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 48419 is granted.

2. Ramblin’ Express is granted temporary approval to conduct operations under CPCN PUC No. 48419 for a period of 150 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order.

3. Ramblin' Express shall operate CPCN PUC No. 48419 in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
4. Ramblin' Express shall not assume operational control until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee ($5) for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; (c) filed an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariff and time schedule of Casino Transportation; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee ($5); and (e) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
5. If Ramblin' Express does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 30 days of its effective date, then the temporary approval shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days.
6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
