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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On July 17, 2012, Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express), filed an application for authority to publish a revised page to Time Schedule No. 21
 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Ramblin’ Express, in the revised schedule page, proposes to reduce the number of daily round-trips between 13550 East Mississippi Avenue, Aurora, Colorado, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.  The number of 
round-trips is to be reduced from 19 to 18 per day.

3. Ramblin’ Express requests that the proposed time schedule change become effective on less-than statutory notice.

4. In support of the proposed decrease in the number of  daily round-trips, 
Mr. Todd Holland, the president of Ramblin’ Express states:

After initial analysis of ridership patterns and trends of this service as historically operated by Casino Transportation, Inc.
 (CTI), both on an “hourly” basis and on a “daily basis”, we have concluded that the proposed minor reductions in this schedule will afford us the greatest reduction in operating expenses with the least impact to our ridership and revenues.  The schedule involves only one round trip during the middle of the day (12:30pm to Black Hawk & Central City, and 2:00pm from Black Hawk [sic] & Central City).

5. Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less-than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that Ramblin’ Express has shown good cause to revise Time Schedule No. 21.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed on July 17, 2012 by Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express) is deemed complete.

2. The Application of Ramblin’ Express to allow it to publish a revised page to Time Schedule No. 21 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Ramblin’ Express is authorized to file, on less than one day’s notice to the Commission, an advice letter and 6th Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21.  The 6th Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 2 is attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.
4. The advice letter and 6th Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 shall be filed within ten days of the effective date of this Order.  The advice letter and 6th Revised Page 1 to Time Schedule No. 21 shall be filed no later than the last business day prior to the proposed effective date of 6th Revised Page 1.

5. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
