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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for a Motion to Merge Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 53096 with Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 55826 (Motion), filed on September 12, 2012, by Charles J. Kimball, Esq., counsel for Mercy Medical Transportation Services LLC (Mercy Medical). 

2. The Motion requests that Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 53096, which was transferred from Care Cars LLC (Care Cars) to Mercy Medical in this docket, be merged with Mercy Medical’s CPCN PUC No. 55826, and that CPCN PUC No. 55826 be the remaining CPCN number, so that Mercy Medical can maintain the same markings on their vehicles and paperwork. 

3. The Motion acknowledges that there is overlap between the two CPCNs and states that Mercy Medical’s counsel is working with Commission Staff on a combined CPCN which eliminates this overlapping authority.
4. This Motion is construed by the Commission as a Motion to Re-Open Docket No. 12A-509CP-Transfer, which had been closed upon the issuance of CPCN PUC No. 53096 to Mercy Medical from Care Cars, completing the transfer.  The Motion to Re-Open the Docket is granted, and Mercy Medical will be given an opportunity to submit a CPCN to Commission Staff that does not contain any overlapping authority. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Mercy Medical Transportation Services LLC’s Motion is construed as a Motion to Re-Open Docket No. 12A-509CP-Transfer and that Motion is hereby granted. 

2. Mercy Medical Transportation Services, LLC, shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
3. Mercy Medical Transportation Services, LLC, shall file a proposed Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55826 which incorporates the authority gained from Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53096, without containing overlapping authority. Mercy Medical Transportation Services, LLC, shall file this proposed Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity within 30 days of the effective date of this Order for consideration by the Commission. 
4. For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 30 days of the effective date of this Order. 

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
