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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for late intervention in this proceeding.

2. Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, L.P., doing business as Black Hills Energy (Black Hills) filed an Application for Approval of its 2012 Electric Resource Plan and Approval of its 2013-2014 Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Plan on July 30, 2012.  
3. The Commission issued a Notice of Application filed on July 31, 2012, establishing an intervention period for this proceeding ending on August 30, 2012.  
4. By Decision No. C12-1076-I, issued September 14, 2012, we acknowledged the notices of intervention by right filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, the Colorado Energy Office, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.
5. By Decision No. C12-1102-I, issued on September 21, 2012, Noble Energy, Inc. and EnCana Oil & Gas, Inc.; Board of Water Works of Pueblo, Colorado and Fountain Valley Authority; Energy Recovery Specialists; Colorado Independent Energy Association; Rocky Mountain Environmental Labor Coalition; Cripple Creek & Victor Gold Mining Company and Holcim (US) Inc.; Western Resource Advocates; and Southwest Generation Operating Company were granted intervention in this docket.  
6. On September 28, 2012, SECSC filed a Petition for Leave to Intervene Out of Time.  SECSC states that its members are solar companies and clean energy advocates that have worked with Black Hills on previous RES dockets, are customers of Black Hills, and have a pecuniary interest in the outcome of this docket.  SECSC further explains that this proceeding will have substantial and direct impacts on its members and that its interests would not be represented by any of the parties that have already been granted intervention.  

7. SECSC states that it had not sought to intervene in this proceeding because it anticipated that another group that represents the interests of the local solar industry and that routinely intervenes in RES proceedings would have sought to participate in this docket.  Once SECSC learned that those other groups did not seek to participate in this docket, its members did not have the financial ability to obtain counsel prior to the intervention deadline of August 30, 2012.

8. SECSC reports that counsel for Black Hills stated that the Black Hills would not object to a late-filed intervention by SECSC. SECSC further states that its intervention will not unduly broaden the issues or delay the proceeding.  Finally, SECSC states that it will take all rulings, filings, requests, and responses in this docket as they have been filed.
B. Conclusions and Findings

9. We find good cause to grant the late intervention of SECSC.  SECSCs interests may not be adequately represented by the intervenors presently in the docket.  Black Hills does not appear to oppose the request for intervention, and the proceeding is in its early stages and granting the intervention will cause no harm to any of the other parties. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Petition for Leave to Intervene Out of Time filed by the Southeast Colorado Solar Coalition on September 28, 2012 is granted.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
