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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request to reopen docket and reinstate permit filed by Alliance Transportation Inc. (Alliance) on September 28, 2012.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below we grant the request to reopen the docket and reinstate the contract carrier permit, subject to the conditions of this Order. 

B. Findings

2. Alliance may, pursuant to Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9917, provide:
Transportation, in charter service, of 
passengers, 
between all points within a 30-mile radius of the intersection of I-25 and Fillmore Street in Colorado Springs, Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This authority is restricted as follows:

A.
To the use of vehicles at least 20 years old and with a seating capacity not exceeding 6 persons, including the driver; and

B.
Against providing stand-by service at the Colorado Springs Municipal Airport (Peterson Field) in Colorado Springs, Colorado.  Stand-by service is defined to be waiting without reservation.

3. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and the rules and regulations of the Commission, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers (including contract carriers) must keep a currently effective proof of financial responsibility on file with the Commission, in the form of proof of liability insurance, proof of surety bond, or proof of self-insurance.

4. Alliance’s liability insurance was cancelled effective August 17, 2012. 

5. Following a hearing held on August 29, 2012, an Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R12-1012, which found that Alliance’s authority should be revoked for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility.  Recommended Decision No. R12-1012 was mailed on August 29, 2012, and became a decision of the Commission on September 18, 2012.

6. In the request to reopen filed on September 28, 2012, Larisa Livitz, the owner of Alliance, states:
The reason I did not contact your office is because I was not sure if I could continue with this business. I couldn’t afford almost $100,000.00 for the insurance policy for 6 vehicles. I had to eliminate 4 vehicles in order to stay in business. … We finally found a more affordable policy from Colonial General Insurance Agency, Inc. The new insurance policy was effective on September 19, 2012. 

C. Conclusions

7. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

8. The Commission has considered the request to reopen the docket and reinstate Alliance’s Contract Carrier Permit under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., and finds that good cause exists to grant the Motion and reinstate Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9917.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request to Reopen Docket and Reinstate Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9917 filed by Alliance Transportation Inc. is granted and Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9917 is reinstated contingent upon Alliance Transportation Inc. having the appropriate proof of insurance filed with the Commission within 14 days of the effective date of this Order.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.
