TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion filed on October 10, 2012 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), subsequently corrected in a filing made October 12, 2012, to shorten the Commission notice and intervention period, and waive response time (Shortened Notice Request).  On October 10, 2012, the Shortened Notice Request was filed concurrently with Public Service’s Verified Application for an Order Approving the Addition of an Energy Efficiency Financing Product as Part of its Electric and Natural Gas DSM Portfolios for 2013 (Verified Application).  In support of the Verified Application, Public Service filed the Direct Testimony and Exhibit of Mr. Kevin D. Schwain. 

2. Through the Shortened Notice Request, Public Service seeks to shorten notice from 30 days to approximately 15 days from the date the Commission issues the notice of the Verified Application and providing for an intervention period that would close on October 29, 2012.

3. In support of its Shortened Notice Request, Public Service states that the Verified Application was filed to comply with one aspect of the Settlement Agreement entered into and approved by the Commission in Docket No. 11A-631EG, the proceeding initiated to consider Public Service’s 2012-2013 Electric and Gas DSM Biennial Plan. Public Service represents that, prior to filing the Verified Application and Direct Testimony, it provided a copy of the filing package to all parties to Docket No. 11A-631EG and asked those parties to advise Public Service of any objections or concerns such parties may have with regard to the relief Public Service is seeking.  Public Service further represents that it also advised all parties to the earlier proceeding of its intention to file the Shortened Notice Request.  Public Service states that, of the responses it received, none indicate that they will oppose the Verified Application and none express opposition to the proposed Shortened Notice Request.

4. The Verified Application is available for public inspection at the Commission office located at 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays.  This Order is the notice that the Verified Application for an Order Approving the Addition of an Energy Efficiency Financing Product as Part of its Electric and Natural Gas DSM Portfolios for 2013 has been filed.
5. Public Service also represents that, on the same day that it filed the Verified Application and Direct Testimony, it also served copies of these filings on all parties to Docket No. 11A-631EG and on all stakeholders who have participated in any of the DSM Roundtable discussions since 2007.    

6. We find good cause exists to rule on these requests promptly.  Further, we find that no party will be prejudiced by waiving response time to the Shortened Notice Request.

7. We find that good cause exists to grant Public Service’s Shortened Notice Request.  We find that a shortened Commission notice period expiring on 5:00 p.m. on October 29, 2012, is appropriate.  The intervention period will run concurrent to the notice period.  Interventions, including by Staff of the Commission, shall be due at 5:00 p.m. on October 29, 2012.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the October 10, 2012 request by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to shorten the Commission notice period is waived.

2. The request by Public Service to shorten Commission notice is granted.  The notice period for the verified application filed by Public Service on October 10, 2012, for an Order Approving the Addition of an Energy Efficiency Financing Product as Part of its Electric and Natural Gas DSM Portfolios for 2013 shall extend through and including 5:00 p.m. on October 29, 2012. 
3. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Commission, shall file a petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, by 5:00 p.m. on October 29, 2012.  
4. Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.  All persons who file an objection, notice of intervention as of right, motion to permissively intervene, or any other appropriate pleading shall do so in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and this Order.
5. If a party does not meet the requirements of this Order, the Commission may dismiss or strike the application or intervention upon motion filed by any other party, or upon the Commission’s own motion, unless good cause for failure to meet the requirements is shown.
6. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
