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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Grizzly Peak Water Sales and Distribution, LLC on August 31, 2012, requesting approval of its Emergency Notification Plan as required by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-5-5411(b) of the Rules Regulating Water, and Combined Water and Sewer Utilities.  Rule 5411(a) was adopted by the Commission on January 25, 2010, requiring regulated water utilities to file an application for its emergency notification plan detailing to the Commission how the “utility will inform its customers and the community of emergency enforcement actions and/or corrective measures required by the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.”
2. We have reviewed the record in this matter and deem the application complete in accordance with 4 CCR 723-5-5411(c)(I)(II).

B. Findings of Fact

3. The Commission gave notice of this application to all interested parties on September 4, 2012.  No intervention was received opposing the application.

4. We find that the Emergency Notification Plan is in compliance with the requirements set forth in 4  CCR 723-5-5411.      

C. Conclusions
5. Because the application is unopposed, we determine this matter on the record, without a formal hearing as provided under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 1403 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-l.

6. We find good cause to grant the application and approve the Emergency Notification Plan without modifications.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application of Grizzly Peak Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Grizzly Peak) for approval of Emergency Notification Plan is deemed complete.

2. The Emergency Notification Plan filed by Grizzly Peak is approved.

3. The 20-day time period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required orders.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
