A. Statement

1. This matter now comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion for Stay of Proceedings (Joint Motion) filed by the City of Commerce City and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (collectively Joint Movants) on October 12, 2012.  

2. The Joint Movants state that Decision No. C12-0988-I issued August 22, 2012, allowed the Joint Movants until October 11, 2012 to pursue a settlement in this matter and work out details of any settlement agreement.  The Joint Movants were in the process of finalizing the terms of the settlement when counsel for Union Pacific Railroad Company was involved in an automobile accident.

3. The Joint Movants state that the parties have essentially reached a settlement in the instant case, but require a few more days to finalize the agreement and file the appropriate documents.  The Joint Movants request an additional eight days from October 11, 2012 up to and including October 19, 2012 of the stay ordered by Decision No. C12-0988-I, and request that the relief requested be entered nunc pro tunc October 11, 2012.  Counsel for Commerce City has conferred with counsel for the Colorado Department of Transportation, who indicated there is no objection to the relief requested herein.  The Joint Movants state that no party will be prejudiced by the relief sought herein.

4. Now being fully advised in this matter, we find good cause to grant the Joint Motion to stay the proceedings until October 19, 2012 nunc pro tunc October 11, 2012.

5. We will also waive response time to the Joint Motion on our own motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The Joint Motion for Stay of Proceedings (Joint Motion) to October 19, 2012 is granted nunc pro tunc October 11, 2012.
2. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.
3. This proceeding is stayed until October 19, 2012.
