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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion for waiver of Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR), Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 723-4-4607(a), acceptance of 2012 Gas Purchase Report, and for waiver of response time.  Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) filed this motion on October 25, 2012.

2. Pursuant to Rule 4607(a), on October 16, 2012, CNG filed its 2012 Gas Purchase Report (GPR) in Docket No. 12P-735G, rather than in the above referenced Docket 
No. 11P-506G.

3. The purpose of the Motion is to request a waiver of Rule 4607(a) to the extent necessary to enable CNG to resubmit its 2012 GPR in the correct docket, Docket No. 11P-506G.  As part of the request, CNG also requests leave of the Commission to remove its 2012 GPR filing from Docket No. 12P-735G.

B. Findings and Conclusions
4. CNG is a public utility engaged in natural gas sales and transportation service to its customers located throughout its existing service territory in Colorado.  CNG is a public utility as defined in § 40-1-103, C.R.S., and is subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission.

5. Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-4-4607(a) requires gas utilities to file a GPR under the previous year’s GPR docket number (filed approximately 15 months previously) as a separate filing from, and at the same time as, the annual Gas Cost Adjustment application.

6. CNG stated in its motion that CNG’s filing of its 2012 GPR was inadvertently filed in an incorrect docket.  By the Motion, CNG seeks to correct that error and submit its GPR into the correct docket for consideration, pursuant to Commission Rule 4607. 

7. No harm will result from the granting of the requested motion, nor will there be any prejudice to CNG’s customers, for these reasons, the motion should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Waiver of Rule Requirement 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4-4607(a) filed on October 25, 2012 is deemed complete.

2. The Motion for acceptance of Colorado Natural Gas, Inc.’s 2012 Gas Purchase Report for calendar 2012, and waiver of response time is granted.
