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I. STATEMENT 
1. On September 28, 2012, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued a final recommended decision in this docket approving a settlement among the parties in this docket.  By Decision No. R12-1133, the ALJ granted Union Wireless-Colorado, Inc. (Union Wireless) Eligible Telecommunications Carrier (ETC) status in the Colorado exchanges listed in that Order.

2. The approval was conditioned on Union Wireless offering and advertising in media of general circulation and on its website, a month-to-month wireless basic universal service plan with unlimited calling at rates comparable to those assessed by the incumbent local exchange carriers in each Colorado telephone exchange it was approved.

3. Union Wireless was required, within 30 days of the effective date of that Order, to file with the Commission evidence of its compliance with that condition by including a verified affidavit signed by an officer of Union Wireless. 
4. On October 29, 2012, Union Wireless filed a Notice of Compliance with Ordering Provision and Requesting Additional Time in which to File an Officer’s Affidavit (Motion).

II. Discussion and findings

5. In its Motion, Union Wireless explains that it has not fully organized its Colorado wireless entity and does not have Officers of that entity at this time.  It asks for an undefined extension of time to provide its affidavit that it published the advertisements as required by Decision No. R12-1133.

6. Union Wireless also includes in its Motion a copy of a two-page advertisement that it filed with the Commission on December 27, 2010 as part of its requirements in Decision No. R10-1264 issued November 23, 2010, to advertise a basic local service product in media of general circulation in the exchange areas of Colorado in which it had been granted ETC status.  In its Motion, it states that is has advertised its basic local service offering and provides information regarding its plan on its website.  We find that the information discussed in its Motion fulfills its advertisement requirements.

7. We grant Union Wireless an extension of time of 60 days from the effective date of this Order to file a signed affidavit of an officer of Union Wireless-Colorado, Inc. that it has complied with the requirement to advertise a basic local service offering.  

III. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Notice of Compliance with Ordering Provision and Requesting Additional Time in which to File an Officer’s Affidavit filed by Union Wireless-Colorado, Inc. is granted subject to the discussion above.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
