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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request to reopen the docket filed on December 7, 2012 by Blue River Shuttles, LLC (Blue River Shuttles), requesting that the Commission reopen Docket No. 12A-1107CP-TA and grant additional time to complete the requirements named in Commission Decision No. C12-1270 (Decision).  Being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Request to Reopen the Docket and Amend the Decision pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S.

2. On October 5, 2012, Blue River Shuttles filed an application for a temporary authority to operate as a common carrier to transport passengers in call-and-demand shuttle service and scheduled service between all points within a 45-mile radius of Highway 9 and Highway 285, in Fairplay, Colorado. 

3. On November 2, 2012, the Commission granted in part the authority sought by Blue River Shuttles. The Decision set forth certain requirements to be completed by Blue River Shuttles prior to the commencement of operations.

4. Specifically, Ordering Paragraph No. 6 of the Decision states that Blue River Shuttles shall not commence operation until it has:  

(a) 
Caused proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; 

(b) 
paid to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee ($5) for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; 

(c) 
filed a time schedule, advice letter, and tariff on not 
less than five days’ notice to the Commission. The time 
schedule, advice letter and tariff shall initiate a new 
Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules (see http://www.dora.state.co.us/puc/trans/TransFilingTariff.htm). In calculating the proposed effective date, the date received at the Commission is not included in the notice period and the entire notice period must expire prior to the effective date; 

(d) 
paid the applicable issuance fee ($5); and 

(e) 
received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance with the above requirements and may begin service.

5. Blue River Shuttles was required by Ordering Paragraph No. 7 of the Decision to complete the above named terms within 30 days of the Decision’s effective date.  Pursuant to Ordering Paragraph No. 9, the Decision was effective on its mailing date, November 2, 2012.  Therefore, Blue River Shuttles had until December 3, 2012 to complete the terms of the Decision, as December 1, the 30th day, was a Saturday.

6. Ordering Paragraph No. 7 also states that the Commission, for good cause shown, may grant additional time for compliance.

7. Blue River Shuttles timely filed the vehicle fee, issuance fee, and advice letter/tariff/time schedule, but failed to file the proof of insurance.

8. Eric Munden of Blue River Shuttles filed a Request for Extension of Time on December 4, 2012. Mr. Munden then filed a Request to Reopen the Docket and Extend Compliance Time on December 7, 2012. 

9. In support of this request to reopen the docket, Mr. Munden states in part:
Park County has stated that they require additional coverage which has delayed my insurance underwriter[‘]s ability to write a policy. This process is expected to take no longer than Five (5) business days.
10. Pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “The commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected…may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”  Thus, the Commission may grant the Request to Reopen the docket and amend Decision No. C12-1270 and grant Blue River Shuttles additional time to file compliance items.

11. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown to amend the Decision and grant the request of Blue River Shuttles to reopen the docket and grant the requested five additional business days of compliance time.
12. The Decision will be amended such that the time for compliance in Ordering Paragraph No. 7 is changed from 30 days, to reflect a date of 5 business days after the effective date of this Order.  Therefore, Blue River Shuttles has until December 21, 2012 to complete the terms of the Decision.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Request to Reopen the Docket and Amend Recommended Decision 
No. C12-1270 is granted pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S. 

2. Commission Decision No. C12-1270 is amended to allow additional time to complete the compliance requirements.

3. Ordering Paragraph No. 7 of Recommended Decision No. C12-1270 is amended to read as follows:

If Blue River Shuttles LLC does not comply with the requirements of this Order by December 21, 2012, then the temporary authority shall be void. For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed on or before December 21, 2012.
4. The Request for an Extension of Time filed on December 4, 2012 is accordingly denied as moot. 
5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
