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I. statement

1. On November 16, 2011, an Order was entered in the captioned proceeding requiring Applicant, the Alameda Station Metropolitan District (ASMC), to file status reports relating to this matter on January 6, 2012; March 30, 2012; and, if necessary, June 29, 2012.  See, Decision No. R11-1233-I.

2. On January 9, 2012, ASMC filed a Motion for Enlargement of Time (Motion) requesting authority to file the January 6, 2012, status report on February 3, 2012.  In support of the Motion, ASMC states that although the contract between the Regional Transportation District and the developer of the proposed Transit Oriented Development (TOD) for purchase of the property upon which the TOD is to be constructed has now expired, all parties are continuing to discuss the conditions under which the TOD, and this application, may proceed.  
It further submits that until the parties conclude these discussions there is no reason to report on the status of other matters addressed by Decision No. R11-1233-I.

3. Although not specifically addressed by the Motion, it is presumed that no other party objects to the requested enlargement of time.  Therefore, response time to the Motion will be waived. 

4. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.  The January 6, 2012, deadline imposed by Decision No. R11-1233-I for filing a status report in this matter will be extended to February 3, 2012.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Enlargement of Time to File Status Report filed by the Alameda Station Metropolitan District is granted and response time thereto is waived.

2. The Alameda Station Metropolitan District shall file comprehensive reports with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission advising the Administrative Law Judge of the status of the matters addressed in Section I, Paragraph 9 of Decision No. R11-1233-I on February 3, 2012; March 30, 2012; and, if necessary, June 29, 2012.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
