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I. STATEMENT, findings, and conclusion  

1. On November 28, 2011, F C Brew Hops, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On December 5, 2011, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding (Notice at 2); established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  This Decision will vacate that procedural schedule.  

3. On December 7, 2011, Estes Valley Transport, Inc. (Estes Valley), timely intervened as of right.  Estes Valley is a party in this docket and opposes the Application.  

4. On January 4, 2012, Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express and/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters), timely intervened as of right.  Shamrock Charters is a party in this docket and opposes the Application.  

5. On January 4, 2012, Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi), timely intervened as of right.  Shamrock Taxi is a party in this docket and opposes the Application.  

6. The intervention period has expired.  Review of the Commission file in this docket reveals that no other person has filed an intervention of right or a motion for leave to intervene.  In addition, review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, there is no pending motion for leave to intervene out-of-time.  

7. Estes Valley, Shamrock Charters, and Shamrock Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  
8. On January 11, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  On that same date, by Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  
9. On January 10, 2012, Estes Valley filed a Motion to Strike or Dismiss Application or, in the Alternative, Motion in Limine (Motion to Strike).  On January 17, 2012, Estes Valley filed a Motion to Delete a portion of the January 10, 2012 filing (Motion to Delete).  This Decision will deny as moot the Motion to Strike and the Motion to Delete.  

10. On January 17, 2012, Applicant filed a letter that states:  "I would like to withdraw [the November 28, 2011] application for authority to operate as a common carrier."  The letter was signed by Applicant's owner and operator.  

11. The ALJ finds that this letter meets the requirements of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1309(d).  As a result, by this Decision, the ALJ will dismiss the Application without prejudice.  

12. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge recommends that the Commission enter the following order.  

II. ORDER 

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. Estes Valley Transport, Inc., is a party in this docket.  

2. Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express and/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado and/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins and/or SuperShuttle NOCO, is a party in this docket.  

3. Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO, is a party in this docket.  

4. The letter dated January 17, 2012 in which F C Brew Hops, LLC, withdraws its Application filed on November 28, 2011 is noted.  

5. The Application filed by F C Brew Hops, LLC, on November 28, 2011 is dismissed without prejudice.  
6. The Motion to Strike or Dismiss Application or, in the Alternative, Motion in Limine, which motion was filed on January 10, 2012, is denied as moot.  
7. The Motion to Delete a Portion of Intervenor's Motion to Strike or Dismiss Application or, in the Alternative, Motion in Limine, which motion to delete was filed on January 17, 2012, is denied as moot.  
8. The procedural schedule established in the Notice of Application Filed dated December 5, 2011 is vacated.  

9. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

10. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

11. If exceptions to this Recommended Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be
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
