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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 6, 2011, TAG Mobile, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado for the Limited Purpose of Offering Wireless Lifeline and Link-Up Service to Qualified Households (Low Income Only) (Application).  Appended to the Application are six exhibits, one of which is filed under seal as confidential.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On October 7, 2011, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established an intervention period.  In addition, the Notice contained a procedural schedule, which the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) vacated.  

3. On November 17, 2011, by Minute Order the Commission referred this matter to an ALJ.  

4. On November 17, 2011, the Commission deemed the Application to be complete within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., and absent an enlargement of time by the Commission or Applicant’s waiver of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., a Commission decision on the Application should issue on or before June 14, 2012.  
5. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened as of right.  By Decision No. R11-1261-I, the ALJ permitted the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority (collectively, the Authority Boards) to intervene.  

6. The Authority Boards, OCC, and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

7. By Decision No. R11-1309-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule; scheduled a final prehearing conference for February 22, 2012; and scheduled the evidentiary hearing for March 5 and 6, 2012 in this proceeding.  In that Order, the ALJ also addressed discovery and other matters.  

8. On January 18, 2012, Applicant filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule (Motion).  In that filing, Applicant states that it requires additional time within which to respond to discovery and to address federal and state regulatory compliance issues that have arisen since the Application was filed.  In addition, Applicant acknowledges that, at present, the Commission must issue its decision in this matter no later than June 14, 2012 and that vacating the current procedural schedule is inconsistent with meeting that date.  Thus, in the filing and as permitted by § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S., Applicant waives the decision deadline.  Applicant then requests that the Commission issue its decision in this matter within 90 days of June 14, 2012 (that is, no later than September 12, 2012).  Motion at ¶ 4.  Further, Applicant requests that it be granted "until no later than January 31, 2012 to consult with counsel for all parties and to develop and [to] submit a new procedural schedule that includes the requirements set forth in [Decision No. R11-1309-I] and that is consistent with the ALJ's, parties', and counsels' availability."  Id. at ¶ 5.  Finally, Applicant represents that the Parties agree to the relief sought in the Motion.  Id. at ¶ 3.  

9. The Motion is unopposed, and no party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion is waived.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

10. The Motion states good cause.  As the Motion is unopposed, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the Motion.  

11. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S., Applicant has waived the timeframes in 
§ 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  Applicant requests that the Commission issue its decision in this matter no later than September 12, 2012.  Although not required to do so, the Commission will endeavor to issue its decision in this proceeding on or before that date.  

12. The ALJ will vacate the scheduled prehearing conference, the scheduled evidentiary hearing, and the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R11-1309-I.  

13. The ALJ will order Applicant to file, on or before January 31, 2012, a proposed new procedural schedule that includes the requirements of Decision No. R11-1309-I and that is satisfactory to the Parties.
  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule is waived.  

2. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule is granted.  

3. The prehearing conference scheduled for February 22, 2012 is vacated.  
4. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for March 5 and 6, 2012 is vacated.  
5. The procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R11-1309-I is vacated.  
6. On or before January 31, 2012, Applicant TAG Mobile, LLC, shall file a proposed procedural schedule that includes the requirements of Decision No. R11-1309-I and that is satisfactory to the Parties.  

7. Applicant has waived the requirements of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  Nonetheless, the Commission will endeavor to issue, on or before September 12, 2012, its decision in this matter.  

8. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in Orders entered in this docket.  
9. This Order is effective immediately.
