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I. statement

1. On November 14, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed its application seeking a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the installation of emissions control equipment at its Hayden 1 and 2 generating stations (Application).  Along with the Application, Public Service submitted the direct testimony and exhibits of Ms. Karen Hyde, Ms. Susan Arigoni, and Mr. James Vader.

2. Parties granted intervenor status included:  Holy Cross Electric Association, Inc.; Noble Energy, Inc. and EnCana Oil & Gas (USA); Ms. Leslie Glustrom; Intermountain Rural Electric Association; Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel; Peabody Energy Corporation; the group collectively referred to as the Colorado Energy Consumers; the Colorado Independent Energy Association; Western Resource Advocates; Sierra Club; the Colorado Mining Association; and the American Coalition for Clean Coal Electricity.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel intervened as of right.

3. By Interim Order No. R12-0065-I issued January 19, 2012, Public Service’s Motion to Adopt Procedural Schedule was denied and a pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for January 24 2012.  At the scheduled pre-hearing conference, Public Service represented that the parties could not agree on a procedural schedule prior to the hearing.  After discussion among the parties and with the Administrative Law Judge, a procedural schedule was agreed to.  The proposed schedule is as follows:

4. Discovery is proposed to be conducted pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405, Rules of Practice and Procedure, except as follows.  The parties agree to a seven-calendar day turnaround time for discovery related to answer testimony, with the cutoff for discovery on the day rebuttal/cross answer testimony is due, or February 27, 2012.  The turnaround time for discovery related to rebuttal/cross answer testimony will be five calendar days with the cutoff for discovery related to rebuttal/cross answer testimony on March 2, 2012.  

5. The procedural schedule detailed above will be adopted.
