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I. statement

1. On January 11, 2012, Q Link Wireless, LLC’s (Q Link) Verified Motion for Pro Hac Vice Admission of Lance J.M. Steinhart was filed to request admission of Lance J.M. Steinhart, Esq. on a pro hac vice basis for the purpose of this proceeding (Verified Motion).  Mr. Steinhart is a member in good standing of the Bar of Georgia and seeks leave to represent Q Link in the pending application in this matter.  

2. Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a) governs admissions to appear before the Commission for attorneys not licensed to practice in Colorado.  This rule in turn refers to Rule 221.1, Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.).

3. The Commission received notification from the Colorado Supreme Court that the motion and required fees have been received.  Lance J.M. Steinhart was assigned a pro hac vice registration number. The number is 10PHV2805.
4. The Verified Motion contains the statements and information required by Colo.R.Civ.P. 221.  The information establishes that Mr. Steinhart has made the required filing with, and payment to, the Clerk of the Colorado Supreme Court.  

5. No response has been filed to the motion.
6. As an out-of-state attorney Mr. Steinhart may be permitted to appear in this matter, in the discretion of an administrative hearing officer in this state.  Rule 221.1, Colo.R.Civ.P

7. Mr. Steinhart regularly represents Q Link in proceedings across the United States.  In this matter, Q Link is also represented by Craig D. Joyce, Esq. of the firm Fairfield and Woods, P.C.  Verified Motion at ¶3.

8. Mr. Steinhart previously appeared on a pro hac vice basis in Colorado Public Utilities Commission Docket No. 10A-949T.  In granting intervention, the decision stated:

It is noted that Mr. Steinhart has not yet agreed to accept service of process through the Commission’s E-Filings System.  The undersigned is mindful of the potential costs and other burdens that may be imposed upon parties to the proceeding and the State of Colorado to serve Mr. Steinhart out of state.  Although it will not be imposed as a condition, it is requested that Mr. Steinhart give the fullest consideration to registering in the Commission’s E-Filings system at least for the purpose of accepting service of process in this matter.  Should he choose to do so, he is free to indicate his Pro Hac Vice registration number as counsel for this proceeding.  After the matter is complete, the registration may be deactivated, alleviating any future responsibility.  It is also noted that he would still be required to obtain his client’s consent through the E-Filings System before he could make electronic filings on his client’s behalf. 

Decision No. R11-0075-I issued January 21, 2011, at 2.

9. A review of the Commission’s E-filing System indicates that Mr. Steinhart has not agreed to accept service of process through such system.  Thus, if granted pro hac vice admission without qualification, all other parties and the Commission would be required to serve Mr. Steinhart through more burdensome and more costly alternative means.

10. In light of having local co-counsel, as well as the availability to access case information free of charge over the internet without agreeing to accept service of process through the Commission’s E-Filing System, a condition upon admission limiting service to Mr. Steinhart will be imposed for this proceeding.

11. For all purposes of this proceeding, service of process upon Q Link shall be complete upon service upon Craig D. Joyce, Esq. of the firm Fairfield and Woods, P.C.  
The condition imposed will operate as if Mr. Steinhart waived service of process.

12. The Verified Motion states good cause, establishes that Mr. Steinhart is an attorney in good standing in the State of Georgia, and demonstrates that Mr. Steinhart meets the requirements of Rule 1201, 4 CCR 723-1.  With the condition imposed to limit the burden of service, no party will be prejudiced by the granting of the Verified Motion, and the Verified Motion will be granted.  
II. ORDER 

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Applicant Q Link Wireless, LLC’s (Q Link) Verified Motion for Pro Hac Vice Admission of Lance J.M. Steinhart filed January 11, 2012, is granted, consistent with the discussion above.  

2. Lance J.M. Steinhart, Esquire, is admitted to practice before the Commission in this matter pro hac vice upon the condition that service of process upon Q Link shall be complete upon service upon Craig D. Joyce, Esq. of the firm Fairfield and Woods, P.C. and service upon Mr. Steinhart will not be required.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
