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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 22, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1597-Electric.

2. By Decision No. R12-0054-I, issued January 17, 2012, procedures to govern this proceeding were established and hearings were scheduled.
3. On February 3, 2012, the Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response time was filed by Public Service; Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P., doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel Mills; Wal-Mart Stores, Inc., and Sam’s West, Inc.; and Colorado Energy Consumers; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (collectively the Joint Movants).
4. In light of Decision No. C12-0103, issued January 31, 2012, in Docket 
No. 12A-066E, the Joint Movants request modification of the procedural schedule to accommodate the filing of Supplemental Direct Testimony to address issues identified by the decision.  The relief requested would not affect the deadline for filing Rebuttal/Cross Answer Testimony, or subsequently scheduled events or deadlines.

5. The following parties have authorized Public Service to represent that they do not oppose the relief being requested by the Motion: Energy Outreach Colorado; AARP; Noble Energy, Inc. and EnCana Oil and Gas (USA), Inc.; Intermountain Rural Electric Association; Western Resource Advocates; Leslie Glustrom; and United States Department of 
Defense-Federal Executive Agencies. The Kroger Co. supports the motion. The only party Public Service has not heard from is Ratepayers United of Colorado (RUC).  No filing has been made by RUC in response to the filing as of the preparation of this Order.

6. It is found that the modest scheduling accommodation, unopposed by the vast majority of parties, will not prejudice any party.  Response time will be waived based upon good cause shown.
7. Based upon good cause shown, the motion will be granted and the procedural schedule will be modified as ordered below.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to the Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response time filed February 3, 2012, is waived and the request is granted.

2. The following modifications to the procedural schedule will be adopted for this proceeding:
