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I. statement

1. On September 9, 2011, TerraCom, Inc. (TerraCom or Applicant), filed its Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier on a Wireless Basis for the Limited Purpose of Offering Federal Lifeline and Link-Up Programs.  

2. Timely intervenors in this matter include Staff of the Commission (Staff); the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC); and the Adams County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority.  

3. By Interim Order No. R11-1302-I issued December 1, 2011, a procedural schedule was adopted as follows:

Applicant’s Direct Testimony due date
December 30, 2011

Intervenors’ Answer Testimony due date
January 30, 2012

Rebuttal/Cross-Answer Testimony due date
February 13, 2012

Evidentiary Hearing
February 27-28, 2012

Closing Statements of Position
March 13, 2012

4. On February 13, 2012, TerraCom filed an Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time.  TerraCom requested that the date for filing rebuttal/cross-answer testimony be extended from February 13, 2012 to February 17, 2012 to allow the parties time to discuss whether a settlement agreement was viable.  That Motion was granted by Interim Order No. R12-0162-I issued February 14, 2012.

5. On February 17, 2012, TerraCom filed its Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time (Motion).  According to the Motion, TerraCom, Staff, and OCC held settlement discussions on February 16, 2012 and reached a settlement agreement in principle.  While a preliminary settlement agreement was drafted, it is currently being circulated among the parties.  It is anticipated that the review and edits of the agreement will be completed on February 23, 2012.  As a result, the parties request that the deadline to submit rebuttal/cross-answer testimony on February 17, 2012 be vacated.  In addition, the party’s request that the evidentiary hearing scheduled for February 27 and 28, 2012 be vacated as well.
6. Because all parties agree to the relief requested in the Motion, waiver of response time is also sought.
7. Good cause is found to grant the Motion.  The remainder of the procedural schedule in this matter will be vacated.  Should it be determined that a hearing on the terms of the proposed settlement agreement is necessary, it will be scheduled at a later date.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Waive Response Time filed by TerraComm, Inc. is granted

2. The date to file rebuttal/cross-answer testimony is vacated.

3. The evidentiary hearing in this proceeding scheduled for February 27 and 28, 2012 is vacated.

4. Response time to the Motion is waived.
5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
