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I. STATEMENT  
1. On December 8, 2011, US Connect LLC (US Connect or Applicant) filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right.  

3. OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

4. On January 18, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

5. The procedural history of this docket is contained in previous Orders entered in this proceeding.  

6. On February 24, 2012, Applicant filed (in one document) a Motion for Leave to File Amended Application [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].  The First Amendment to Application of US Connect LLC for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado (Amended Application) accompanied that filing.  

7. As grounds for its Request, US Connect states that it has contacted the Intervenors and that they do not oppose the relief sought in the Motion.  The ALJ finds that Applicant states good cause for granting the Request and that granting the Request will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the Request and will waive response time to the Motion.  

8. As grounds for the Motion, US Connect states that, on February 6, 2012, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) issued a Report and Order and Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking
 that addressed several issues in this docket.  Applicant seeks to file the Amended Application in order to conform the relief sought to the Feb. 6 Lifeline Order.  Applicant states that permitting an amendment to the application filed on December 8, 2011 will not enlarge the relief sought as the relief sought under the Amended Application is narrower than that sought under the application filed on December 8, 2011.  Applicant represents that no party opposes the relief sought in the Motion.  

9. On February 24, 2012, Applicant filed its direct testimony and exhibits.  That testimony supports the Amended Application.  

10. The ALJ finds that the Motion states good cause and that no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will permit the Amended Application to be substituted in toto for the application filed on December 8, 2011.  

11. Granting the Motion and permitting the Amended Application does not affect or change the procedural schedule, the hearing dates, or the other matters discussed in Decision No. R12-0122-I.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Leave to File Amended Application is granted.  

2. The First Amendment to Application of US Connect LLC for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado, which document was filed on February 24, 2012, is substituted for the application filed on December 8, 2011.  

3. The procedural schedule, the evidentiary hearing dates, and the other matter established and discussed in Decision No. R12-0122-I remain in effect.  
4. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in Orders entered in this docket.  

5. The Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

6. Response time to the Motion for Leave to File Amended Application is waived.  
7. This Order is effective immediately.
