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I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-1314-I, issued on December 5, 2011, an evidentiary hearing in this matter was scheduled to commence on March 1, 2012.
2. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-1375-I, issued on December 20, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) approved the withdrawal of the intervention of Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff).
3. On December 23, 2011, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its Notice of Withdrawal of Request for Hearing (OCC Notice).  The OCC Notice also stated that OCC would not be filing written Answer testimony regarding the subject petition.

4. On December 28, 2011, Petitioner Nucla-Naturita Telephone Company (Petitioner) filed a Response to the OCC Notice.  Petitioner noted that with the withdrawal of Staff, the absence of any Answer testimony from any intervenor party, and the effect of the OCC Notice, the previously scheduled hearing date could be vacated and the petition resolved on its merits.

5. On February 24, 2012, the ALJ corresponded with counsel for Petitioner and indicated that because of the withdrawal of Staff and the OCC Notice, that the petition might be susceptible to resolution using the Commission’s Modified Procedures.  Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1403.  However, the ALJ pointed out a discrepancy in the petition that would need to be cured by a verified filing before the hearing could be vacated and the matter resolved pursuant to Rule 1403.
  The ALJ invited Petitioner to make such a filing by or before noon on February 29, 2012, to permit time for an order vacating the hearing date to be issued.

6. At approximately 10:00 a.m. on February 29, 2012, the ALJ received an email correspondence from counsel for Petitioner indicating that the requested filing would be made as soon as possible.
7. As of 1:15 p.m. on February 29, 2012, Petitioner had not made its filing.  However, in light of counsel’s representation that the requested information would be provided, the ALJ finds good cause to vacate the evidentiary hearing.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing previously scheduled for March 1 and 2, 2012 in this matter is vacated.
2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
