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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on January 3, 2012, when the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 102451 to Excalibur Recovery Services, LLC (Respondent), alleging a violation of Commission regulations regarding four counts of failure to make records available for inspection, Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6005(c)(I)(B); two counts of lack of authorization to tow vehicle, 4 CCR 
723-6-6508(b)(I); one count of failure to accept credit card as payment, 4 CCR 723-6-6512(a); and one count of failure to issue tow record or invoice at the time of payment, 
4 CCR 723-6-6509(b)(II).  Respondent was served with a copy of CPAN No. 102451 on January 10, 2012 by certified U.S. Mail, return receipt requested.  

2. On January 26, 2012, Staff of the Commission filed its entry of appearance in this matter through its legal counsel, the Office of the Colorado Attorney General.

3. On February 9, 2012, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ. 

4. By Order No. R12-0240-I, issued March 5, 2012, this matter was set for an evidentiary hearing on March 28, 2012 at 10:00 a.m.  On March 8, 2012, counsel for Transportation Staff filed a motion to vacate the March 28, 2012 hearing date and reset the hearing for another date due to a conflict in counsel’s schedule.  

5. While the ALJ does not intend to unduly delay a hearing in this matter, counsel’s motion will be granted and the evidentiary hearing in this matter will be re-set for Wednesday April 4, 2012 at 1:30 p.m.  Response time to the motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate and Reset Evidentiary Hearing is granted.
