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I. STATEMENT  
1. On January 24, 2012, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint to Appear No. 102071 (CPAN) on Fox Limousine Inc. (Fox or Respondent).  Service was by certified mail, return receipt requested.  The CPAN commenced this proceeding.  
2. On February 10, 2012, counsel for testimonial (litigation) Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered her appearance in this matter.  

3. Staff and Respondent are the Parties.  
4. On February 22, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
5. This is an adjudicatory proceeding before the Commission.  Respondent is a corporation, is a party in this matter, and is not represented by an attorney in this proceeding.  

6. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a) requires a party in a proceeding before the Commission to be represented by an attorney except that, pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(b)(II) and as relevant here, an individual who is not an attorney may represent a closely-held entity if the conditions set out in § 13-1-127, C.R.S., are met.  
7. To provide Respondent with the opportunity to consider the question of representation by legal counsel, the ALJ informed Respondent of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201 and of pertinent requirements and directed Respondent to choose to obtain legal counsel or to make a show cause filing that established that it meets the requirements to appear without counsel.  Decision No. R12-0203-I.  The ALJ ordered Respondent, on or before March 9, 2012, either to have its counsel enter an appearance or to make a show cause filing.  

8. On March 6, 2012, Respondent made its show cause filing.  On March 7, 2012, Respondent filed the certificate of service for that show cause filing.  

9. In order to be represented in this matter by an individual who is not an attorney, Respondent must establish that:  (a) it is a closely-held entity within the meaning of 
§ 13-1-127(1)(a), C.R.S.; (b) the amount in controversy does not exceed $10,000; and (c) the individual who will represent Respondent is an officer with authority to represent Respondent.  

10. Review of the information provided by Respondent establishes that Respondent is a closely-held entity (that is, it has three or fewer owners).  

11. The amount in controversy, as established in the CPAN, is $ 1,100.  This amount is less than $ 10,000.  

12. Respondent seeks to have Adnane Bouayad as its non-lawyer representative in this matter.  Review of the information provided by Respondent establishes that Mr. Bouayad is Respondent’s President and, thus, is an officer of Respondent. As pertinent here, 
§ 13-1-127(2.3), C.R.S., states that an officer of a corporation “shall be presumed to have the authority to appear on behalf of the closely held entity upon providing evidence of the person’s holding the specified office or status[.]”  
13. Based on the information provided and the record in this matter, the 
ALJ finds that Respondent has met the requirements of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(b)(II).  
Mr. Adnane Bouayad, although not an attorney, may represent Respondent in this matter.  
14. Fox is advised, and is on notice, that Mr. Bouayad, its non-attorney representative, will be bound by, and will be held to, the same procedural and evidentiary rules as attorneys.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Fox Limousine Inc. may proceed with its President, Mr. Adnane Bouayad, as its representative in this matter.  

2. The Parties shall be held to the advisements contained in the Orders entered in this docket.  
3. This Order is effective immediately.
