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I. statement  
1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0234-I, issued on March 2, 2012, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled to convene on March 19, 2012. 

2. On March 16, 2012, counsel for both parties advised the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) that the parties had reached a settlement in principle obviating the need for a full hearing.

3. The ALJ responded to the parties via email that the time allotted for the hearing on March 19, 2012, would be used for the parties to make a presentation regarding the settlement.  The ALJ also confirmed that counsel for Respondent Blue Sky Adult Care, LLC, Ms. Schultz, could make a telephonic appearance at the hearing.

4. On March 19, 2012, the ALJ convened the hearing at 9:30 a.m. in the Commission offices.  Complainant Staff of the Commission (Staff) was represented by its counsel, Mr. Opp.  Ms. Schultz appeared telephonically for Respondent.

5. Mr. Opp recited the basic terms of the tentative settlement.  Staff will dismiss count Nos. 3, 6, 9, 12, 15, 18, 21, 24, 27, and 30 on the basis of pre-hearing discovery that demonstrated to Staff’s satisfaction that Respondent had obtained the insurance required of motor carriers engaged in the type of operation alleged in Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 102100. The remaining violations comprising the other 20 counts will be settled for a total sum of $5,000.00 to be paid by Respondent over a 12-month period.  Counsel generally summarized the factors in support of a reduction of the penalties imposed under the proposed settlement.  The ALJ advised the parties to provide factual details to establish the basis of such mitigation.

6. The parties will reduce their settlement to writing and file the agreement together with a motion to approve settlement on or before April 2, 2012.  

7. All other proceedings in this Docket will be vacated.
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The evidentiary hearing previously scheduled in this Docket is converted to a hearing on proposed settlement.

2. The parties shall submit a written settlement agreement and motion to approve settlement on or before April 2, 2012.

3. All further proceedings in this Docket are vacated.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
