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I. STATEMENT  
1. On July 1, 2011, Wiggins Telephone Association (Wiggins or Petitioner) filed its Petition for High Cost Support Mechanism Funding (Petition).  The Petition requests authorization for Wiggins to obtain initial funding from the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism.  That filing commenced this docket.  
2. The Commission gave public notice of the Petition on July 8, 2011.  
3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) are intervenors by right in this proceeding.  

4. OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Petitioner and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. On August 17, 2011, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. The procedural history of this docket is set out in previous Orders.  

7. On January 23, 2012, by Decision No. R12-0076-I and as pertinent here, the ALJ established the procedural schedule in this matter.  Intervenors’ answer testimony and exhibits were to be filed on or before March 13, 2012.  

8. Pursuant to the procedural schedule, on March 13, 2012, OCC filed the Answer Testimony and Exhibits of Thomas F. Dixon.  Review of Mr. Dixon’s exhibits reveals that Confidential Exhibit TFD-1 and Confidential Exhibit TFD-7 have on each page a watermark that says CONFIDENTIAL.  The position of the watermark covers information on each page; makes the page unreadable; and, thus, renders the two confidential exhibits unusable by the Commission and the ALJ.  

9. Pursuant to the procedural schedule and as pertinent here, on March 13, 2012, Staff filed the Answer Testimony and Exhibits of Patricia A. Parker.  Review of Ms. Parker’s exhibits reveals that the Confidential Exhibit PAP-1 and Confidential Exhibit PAP-5 have on each page a watermark that says CONFIDENTIAL.  The position of the watermark covers information on each page; makes the page unreadable; and, thus, renders the two confidential exhibits unusable by the Commission and the ALJ.  

10. Each of the cited confidential exhibits appears to be a document prepared by, or prepared for, Petitioner.  In addition, it appears that Petitioner added the CONFIDENTIAL watermark to each page when the documents were provided to OCC and to Staff.  Finally, it is likely that Petitioner has access to copies of the documents that do not have the CONFIDENTIAL watermark.  

11. Rebuttal testimony and exhibits and cross-answer testimony and exhibits are to be filed on or before April 13, 2012.  Filing corrected and readable confidential exhibits as soon as possible will permit this filing schedule to be maintained.  

12. The ALJ will order Petitioner to provide, on or before March 16, 2012, to OCC and to Staff, a copy of the referenced documents without the CONFIDENTIAL watermark.  

13. The ALJ will order OCC to file, on or before March 23, 2012, Confidential Exhibit TFD-1 and Confidential Exhibit TFD-7 without the CONFIDENTIAL watermark.  

14. The ALJ will order Staff to file, on or before March 23, 2012, Confidential Exhibit PAP-1 and Confidential Exhibit PAP-5 without the CONFIDENTIAL watermark.  

15. On March 13, 2012 by electronic mail, the ALJ informed the Parties of this ruling.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before March 16, 2012, Wiggins Telephone Association shall provide to the Office of Consumer Counsel and to Staff of the Commission the following documents 
without the CONFIDENTIAL watermark:  (a) Confidential Exhibit TFD-1; (b) Confidential Exhibit TFD-7; (c) Confidential Exhibit PAP-1; and (d) Confidential Exhibit PAP-5.  

2. On or before March 23, 2012, the Office of Consumer Counsel shall file the following documents without the CONFIDENTIAL watermark:  (a) Confidential Exhibit TFD-1; and (b) Confidential Exhibit TFD-7.  

3. On or before March 23, 2012, Staff of the Commission shall file the following documents without the CONFIDENTIAL watermark:  (a) Confidential Exhibit PAP-1; and (b) Confidential Exhibit PAP-5.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
