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I. statement

1. By Interim Order No. R12-0240-I issued March 5, 2012, this matter was set for an evidentiary hearing on March 28, 2012 at 10:00 a.m.  On March 8, 2012, counsel for Transportation Staff (Staff) filed a motion to vacate the March 28, 2012 hearing date and reset the hearing for another date due to a conflict in counsel’s schedule.  

2. By Interim Order No. R12-0270-I issued March 9, 2012, Staff’s Motion to Reset Hearing, which reset the evidentiary hearing for April 4, 2012, was granted.

3. On March 29, 2012, an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing and Reset after April 15, 2012 was filed by legal counsel for Excalibur Recovery Services, Inc. (Respondent).  The motion indicates that Respondent has retained legal counsel in this matter.  
As a result, counsel requests additional time to investigate the facts related to the allegations in order to determine whether this matter may be resolved without the need for litigation.  Respondent’s counsel represents that Staff does not oppose the motion.

4. Good cause is found to grant the motion.  The evidentiary hearing in this matter currently scheduled for April 4, 2012 is vacated.  A new hearing date will be scheduled for Wednesday, April 25, 2012.  As the motion is unopposed, response time will be waived.

5. While counsel for Respondent has not filed an Entry of Appearance in this matter as of the date of this Order, Respondent’s motion will nonetheless be additionally considered as such a filing.

1. The Motion to Vacate and Reset Evidentiary Hearing is granted.
