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I. statement

1. On April 13, 2012, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed a Motion for Telephone Testimony of Melissa Scheppman and Request for Shortened Response Time (Motion).  

2. Staff states that it intends to call Ms. Melissa Scheppman as a witness in this matter; however, due to a conflict with another hearing in another venue, Ms. Scheppman is unable to testify in person in this matter.  As a result, Staff requests, pursuant to Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (C.R.C.P.) 43(i)(1), § 24-4-105(4), C.R.S., and Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1501 that Ms. Scheppman be allowed to offer testimony via telephone.  

3. Staff represents that Ms. Scheppman’s testimony is material to its case as she was directly involved in the incident in question and has first-hand knowledge regarding the facts surrounding Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 102451.

4. Staff also requests a shortened response time to the Motion to three days pursuant to C.R.C.P. 43(i)(2).  

5. Good cause is found to grant Staff’s Motion.  Ms. Scheppman will be permitted to offer testimony by telephone at the evidentiary hearing scheduled for April 25, 2012.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Commission Staff to allow the telephone testimony of 
Ms. Melissa Scheppman is granted.

2. Ms. Scheppman may testify in this matter by telephone on April 25, 2012.

3. Response time to the Motion is waived.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
