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I. statement

1. By Interim Order No. R12-0240-I, issued March 5, 2012, this matter was set for an evidentiary hearing on March 28, 2012 at 10:00 a.m.  On March 8, 2012, counsel for Transportation Staff (Staff) filed a motion to vacate the March 28, 2012 hearing date and reset the hearing for another date due to a conflict in counsel’s schedule.  

2. By Interim Order No. R12-0270-I, issued March 9, 2012, Staff’s Motion to Reset Hearing was granted, which reset the evidentiary hearing for April 4, 2012.

3. By Interim Order No. R12-0344-I, issued April 2, 2012, Staff’s Second Motion to Reset Hearing was granted, which reset the evidentiary hearing for April 25, 2012.

4. On April 23, 2012, the parties filed a Joint Motion to Vacate Hearing, Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, and Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  
The parties represent that they have reached a settlement agreement which resolves all the issues in this matter.  As such, the parties request approval of the settlement agreement, to vacate the April 25, 2012 evidentiary hearing, and to waive response time to the Motion.

5. Good cause is found to vacate the evidentiary hearing and waive response time to the Motion.  An Order on the merits of the settlement agreement will be issued at a later date.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Vacate Hearing, Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, and Waiver of Response Time is granted in part.

2. The evidentiary hearing regarding Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 102451 is vacated.

3. An Order on the merits of the terms of the settlement agreement will be issued at a later date.

4. Response time to the motion is waived.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
