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I. STATEMENT  
1. On March 20, 2012, Cody Ullman (Complainant) filed a formal complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) alleging that Public Service failed to provide an accurate, detailed cost estimate for a line extension to Complainant’s property in order to receive electric service from Public Service.  Complainant further alleges that Public Service has failed to provide this information despite repeated attempts by Complainant to obtain such information.

2. On March 21, 2012, Commission Director Mr. Doug Dean issued Public Service an Order to Satisfy and Answer, requiring Public Service to satisfy the matter or answer the allegations in the Complaint within 20 days of the letter.  That correspondence also set a hearing in this matter for May 4, 2012 at the Commission.

3. On March 28, 2012, at its regular Weekly Meeting, the Commission referred the formal complaint to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. On April 9, 2012, Public Service filed its Answer to the Formal Complaint.

5. The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

6. On April 24, 2012, Complainant filed an Unopposed Motion to Re-schedule Hearing and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  According to the Motion, Complainant requests that the May 4, 2012 hearing date be vacated and re-set to May 18, 2012.  Complainant explains that he lives out of town and the latter date would be more convenient.  In addition, the parties are currently in settlement discussions and represent that an agreement in principle has been reached.  The later hearing date will provide additional time in which to complete negotiations.  Complainant further represents that Public Service does not oppose the Motion.

7. Good cause is found to grant the Motion.  The evidentiary hearing originally scheduled for May 4, 2012 will be vacated and a new hearing date will be set for May 18, 2012 at 10:00 a.m.
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Re-schedule Hearing and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Cody Ullman, Complainant, is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing in this proceeding originally scheduled for May 4, 2012 is vacated.

3. An evidentiary hearing in this matter is scheduled as follows:
