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I. STATEMENT  
1. On July 1, 2011, Wiggins Telephone Association (Wiggins or Petitioner) filed its verified Petition for High Cost Support Mechanism Funding (Petition).  That filing commenced this docket.  
2. The Commission gave public notice of the Petition on July 8, 2011.  
3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) are intervenors by right in this proceeding.  

4. OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Petitioner and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. On August 17, 2011, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. The procedural history of this docket is set out in previous Orders.  
7. By Decision No. R12-0076-I, the ALJ scheduled a May 1, 2012 evidentiary hearing in this matter.  

8. On April 26, 2012, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reset Evidentiary Hearing (Motion).  In that filing, Staff states that, due to a medical emergency, its lead counsel is unable to prepare for hearing.  Staff represents that all Parties agree to the relief sought in the Motion.  
9. Staff asks that response time to the Motion be waived as all Parties agree to the relief sought in the Motion.  The ALJ finds good grounds for waiver of response time and finds that no party will be prejudiced if response time is waived.  The ALJ will waive response time to the Motion.  

10. The ALJ finds that the Motion states good cause for vacating the scheduled hearing and that no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted and the hearing is vacated.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will vacate the May 1, 2012 evidentiary hearing.  

11. The ALJ will order Staff to file, on or before May 9, 2012, a list of three proposed hearing dates that are agreeable to all Parties.  The filing must include a statement of the Parties’ best estimate of the number of days that the hearing will take.  When she receives the filing, the ALJ, by separate order, will schedule the evidentiary hearing.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reset Evidentiary Hearing is granted.  

2. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for May 1, 2012 is vacated.  

3. On or before May 9, 2012, Staff of the Commission shall make a filing that complies with ¶ 11, above.  

4. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reset Evidentiary Hearing is waived.  

5. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in the Orders entered in this docket.  
6. This Order is effective immediately.
