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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on March 15, 2012, when the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 102294 to Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as, Denver Yellow Cab (Respondent), alleging two counts of violations of Commission regulations regarding permitting a driver to drive who is not qualified because the driver’s license was revoked, suspended, withdrawn, or denied, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6-6102(a)(I), Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, and 49 Code of Federal Regulations 396.15(a) and (b)(1).  The alleged violations occurred on 26 days in January 2012 and 7 days in February 2012 for 33 separate occurrences.  The total civil penalty assessment for the violations totals $90,750.00, including a 10 percent penalty surcharge.  If the amount is paid within ten days, the amount will be $45,375.00.

2. On April 4, 2012, Staff of the Commission filed its entry of appearance in this matter through its legal counsel, the Office of the Colorado Attorney General.

3. On April 24, 2012, Respondent entered its appearance through its legal counsel.

4. On April 25, 2012, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ. 

5. CPAN No. 102294 provides that if Respondent wishes to contest the allegations contained therein, or if Respondent does not pay the penalty amount within ten days of its receipt of the CPAN, Respondent is obliged, within 15 days of such receipt, to contact the Commission to set the matter for hearing.  In the absence of such a contact, CPAN No. 102294 provides that it will become a Complaint to Appear Notice and that the Commission will set a hearing date without regard to Respondent’s wishes.

6. Respondent failed to respond to the CPAN in the required time period.  Therefore, it is appropriate to set that matter for hearing.  An evidentiary hearing in this matter will be set for Thursday, May 31 2012.  If Respondent pays the civil penalty assessment of $90,750.00 prior to May 31, 2012, or if the parties reach a stipulation and settlement agreement in this matter prior to May 31, 2012, the hearing in this matter may be vacated.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. An evidentiary hearing regarding Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 102294 is scheduled as follows:
