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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 6, 2011, TAG Mobile, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado for the Limited Purpose of Offering Wireless Lifeline and Link-Up Service to Qualified Households (Low Income Only).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On November 17, 2011, by Minute Order the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC); Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff); and Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, Arapahoe County 
E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority (collectively, the Authority Boards) intervened of right or were granted leave to intervene.  

4. The Authority Boards, OCC, and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Orders.  

6. On January 31, 2012, by Decision No. R12-0105-I and as pertinent here, the ALJ scheduled a May 14, 2012 prehearing conference in this matter.  This Order will vacate that prehearing conference because the ALJ finds that the prehearing conference is unnecessary.  

7. By Decision No. R12-0105-I, as pertinent here, the ALJ scheduled a two-day evidentiary hearing in this matter.  This Order will vacate the second day (i.e., May 22, 2012) of the evidentiary hearing because the ALJ finds that two days of hearing are unnecessary.  The May 21, 2012 evidentiary hearing date is maintained.  

8. On May 4, 2012, pursuant to Decision No. R12-0395-I, Applicant filed Stipulated Responses to Questions Pertaining to Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (May 4 Filing).  Appended to the May 4 Filing are two of three attachments.  Attachment B was to be filed on May 7, 2012.  

9. On May 7, 2012, Applicant filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Attachment B (Motion).  In that filing, Applicant represents that no party opposes the Motion.
  The Motion states good cause, and no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will extend, to and including May 10, 2012, the time within which Applicant will file Attachment B to the May 4 Filing.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The prehearing conference scheduled for May 14, 2012 is vacated.  

2. The second day of the evidentiary hearing (i.e., May 22, 2012) is vacated.  

3. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Attachment B is granted.  

4. On or before May 10, 2012, TAG Mobile, LLC, shall file Attachment B to the Stipulated Responses to Questions Pertaining to Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  

5. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Attachment B is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
