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I. STATEMENT  
1. On March 20, 2012, Cody Ullman (Complainant) filed a formal complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) alleging that Public Service failed to provide an accurate, detailed cost estimate for a line extension to Complainant’s property in order to receive electric service from Public Service.  Complainant further alleges that Public Service has failed to provide this information despite repeated attempts by Complainant to obtain such information.

2. On March 21, 2012, Commission Director Mr. Doug Dean issued Public Service an Order to Satisfy and Answer, requiring Public Service to satisfy the matter or answer the allegations in the Complaint within 20 days of the letter.  That correspondence also set an evidentiary hearing in this matter for May 4, 2012 at the Commission.

3. On March 28, 2012, at its regular Weekly Meeting, the Commission referred the formal complaint to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. On April 9, 2012, Public Service filed its Answer to the Formal Complaint.

5. The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

6. By Interim Order No. R12-0453-I issued April 26, 2012, the original hearing date of May 4, 2012 was rescheduled to May 18, 2012.

7. On May 15, 2012, the Parties to this proceeding filed a Joint Motion to Vacate Hearing.  The Parties represent that through the mediation process, they have reached an agreement in principle to resolve the issues underlying the Complaint.  The Parties indicate they are in the process of finalizing the details of the settlement agreement.  As a result, the Parties request that the evidentiary hearing currently scheduled for May 18, 2012 be vacated.

8. Good cause is found to vacate the scheduled hearing in this matter.  The Parties are advised that should a settlement agreement resolving the issues underlying the Complaint not be filed by close of business on May 22, 2012, the Parties are directed to file a status report on the status of the settlement agreement, along with an anticipated date that such an agreement will be filed.

9. Response time to the Joint Motion will be waived.
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Vacate Hearing filed by Cody Ullman, Complainant and Public Service Company of Colorado, Respondent, is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing in this proceeding scheduled for May 18, 2012 is vacated.

3. If a settlement agreement in this matter is not filed by May 22, 2012, the parties shall be required to file a status report indicating the status of finalizing a settlement agreement and a proposed date that the settlement agreement will be filed.

4. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
