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I. STATEMENT

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0481-I, issued on May 7, 2012, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter for May 24, 2012.

2. On May 16, 2012, counsel for Intervenor Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) filed and served an unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Prehearing Conference (Motion).  The Motion is based on a personal matter that will preclude counsel’s attendance on May 24, 2012.

3. Although the Motion sought to delay the prehearing conference by a week to accommodate counsel’s scheduling conflict, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) concluded that with the evidentiary hearing in this matter set to commence on June 21, 2012, the matters to be considered at the prehearing conference required resolution sooner rather than later.

4. The ALJ communicated with counsel for the parties via email and advised available dates earlier than May 24, 2012, for a rescheduled prehearing conference.  By the afternoon of May 16, 2012, counsel for UPRR had advised the ALJ that the parties had conferred and agreed that all could attend a prehearing conference on May 21, 2012.

5. The ALJ finds good cause and will grant the Motion.  The prehearing conference previously set on May 24, 2012, will be rescheduled to May 21, 2012, at 10:00 a.m. in the Commission offices.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:   
1. The unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Prehearing Conference filed by Intervenor Union Pacific Railroad Company on May 16, 2012, is granted consistent with the discussion herein above.

2. A prehearing issue conference shall be conducted regarding the matters set forth in Decision No. R12-0481-I.  The issue conference shall be convened as follows:
