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I. statement

A. Application
1. On December 14, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an Application for SmartGridCity Cost Recovery (Application).  In its Application, Public Service seeks to recover the balance of the capital investment costs it incurred related to the SmartGridCity project that were not included in rate base per Decision No. C11-0139 in Docket No. 10A-124E issued February 8, 2011.
2. On May 11, 2012, Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P., doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel Mills (Climax/Evraz) filed a Request for Subpoena to issue a subpoena duces tecum on MetaVu, Inc. (MetaVu) requiring MetaVu to provide certain documents relating to Public Service’s SmartGridCity project.  On that same day, the undersigned ALJ signed off on the subpoena, which Climax/Evraz subsequently served on MetaVu.  Responses to the subpoena are due on May 23, 2012.

On May 16, 2012, Public Service filed a Motion to Quash and for Shortened Response Time (Motion to Quash).  Because response to the subpoena is due on May 23, 2012, 

3. Public Service requests that response time to its Motion to Quash be shortened to the close of business on May 17, 2012.

4. Good cause is found to grant Public Service’s request to shorten response time in part.  Response time will be shortened to noon on May 18, 2012.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Shorten Response Time to its Motion to Quash is granted in part.

2. Response time to the Motion to Quash is shortened to noon on May 18, 2012.
