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I. Statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0462-I mailed April 30, 2012, a prehearing conference in this Docket was scheduled for May 24, 2012.  The purpose of the prehearing conference was to determine what procedural track this Docket would take in light of the amendment to the subject application also approved in Decision No. R12-0462-I.

2. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) instructed the parties to make a filing on or before May 21, 2012, indicating whether this Docket could be resolved under the Commission’s Modified Procedure (Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1403) in light of the amendment.

3. On May 2, 2012, Intervenor City and County of Denver filed a Notice that it does not oppose resolution of the Docket pursuant to Commission Rule 1403.

4. As noted in Decision No. R12-0462-I, Intervenor Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) does not oppose or contest the granting of the application.  Nor did UPRR request a hearing in its entry of appearance.  UPRR did not make any filing indicating that its non-opposition had changed as a result of the approval to the amendment of the application.

5. Because no party seeks a hearing in this matter and no party has asserted any opposition to the issues being considered and resolved pursuant to Rule 1403, the ALJ will vacate the prehearing conference previously scheduled for May 24, 2012.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The procedural conference previously scheduled to convene on May 24, 2012, is vacated.

2. This matter will be considered pursuant to the Commission’s Modified Procedure set forth in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1403.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
